Advanced Professional Practice 506 (LAW5149)

Unit Information

This unit is an elective available to students who have completed Professional Practice. It carries 6 points and is available in the clinical periods indicated.
It is designed to build on the skills developed in Professional Practice and to provide students with the opportunity to develop a level of specialist expertise in a particular area of practice.

Synopsis: Students may enrol in one of four clinics as follows:
1. Sexual Assault Clinic - in conjunction with the South Eastern Centre Against Sexual Assault (SECASA) at Springvale Monash Legal Service (4 places, all clinical periods) - legal services to victims of sexual assault. This clinic is designed for students who have developed an interest during Professional Practice in supporting victims of sexual assault. Students will undertake casework in conjunction with SECASA staff as needed. The clinic is intended for emotionally mature students who see themselves as potential criminal lawyers.

2. Human Rights Clinic - in conjunction with the Castan Centre for Human Rights at Holding Redlich, Solicitors, William St, Melbourne (2 places, Clinical Period 2 and 3) - litigation involving human rights dimensions. Students with an interest in human rights are likely to be attracted to this clinic. Immediate casework supervision is provided by the law firm and academic coordination by a member of Castan Centre staff.

3. Commercial Law Clinic -  in conjunction with Moores Legal, solicitors, 9 Prospect Street, Box Hill (1 place - Clinical Period 3 only). The students are involved in commercial legal work for "not-for-profit" organizations, working with solicitors from Moores legal for welfare organisations, charities, educational institutions and churches in various commercial areas, including constitutions, taxation concessions, employment and volunteer law, submissions to government, dispute resolution, fund-raising, property and commercial transactions and other areas. Immediate casework supervision is provided by the law firm and academic coordination by a member of faculty staff.

4. Family Violence Clinic – assisting victims of Family Violence (4 places, all clinical periods). This clinic is designed for students who are interested in assisting victims of family violence by attending the court on family violence list days and assisting the duty lawyer and to help clients make victims of crime applications to the Victims of Crime Tribunal. The clinic is based at Springvale Monash Legal Service.

5. Migration Clinic – in conjunction with staff working with the South Eastern Migration Service (SEMAS), based at Springvale Monash Legal Service ( 4 places, clinical periods 2 and 3). Students who have an interest in migration law and working with refugees can assist clients make application for visas, respond to requests from DIAC or be involved in preparing reviews of decisions to the department or the Refugee Review Tribunal. The clinic assists clients who are highly vulnerable and have often experienced trauma on their journeys to Australia.
Depending on the clinic in question and under supervision, students may interview clients, provide legal advice and prepare the relevant tribunal or court applications. In appropriate cases students may appear for their clients before the relevant tribunal. 
Objectives: In the context of service to clients and the community, this unit will develop students’ expertise and depth of knowledge in the particular specialisation.
Assessment: Casework/Research at Clinic: 80% + Written report: 20%
Contact Hours: On average, students can expect to spend 1-1.5 days per week in clinic work.
Prerequisites: LAW1101 Introduction to Legal Reasoning; LAW5216 Professional Practice. Acceptance into all LAW5149 clinics requires the support of an applicant’s supervisor in LAW5216 to be provided after the offer of a provisional place in a clinic. Applications are available from the Law Student Services Office. Exact application deadlines are printed on the application form.
Objectives
At the completion of this unit students should:

have further developed the personal and communication skills acquired in Professional Practice to a higher level of sophistication;

have a good understanding of the principles of law in the relevant area;

*
have an understanding of the practical application and/or research issues of the law in this area;

*
be able to assess the effectiveness of the law and applicable legal remedies in this area;

*
have further developed their ability to work jointly with a professional in another discipline;

*
graduate with highly developed skills and recognised expertise in the relevant area of law.

Workload
In addition to attendance at the clinic, which will continue each week (except for public holidays) continuously throughout the clinical period, including University non-teaching periods, students will be required to spend up to 6 hours per week in research, case preparation and consultation with their supervisor.

NOTES

A.
Three minimum requirements for passing the unit are:

(i)
attendance at the Clinic;

(ii) 
obtaining a pass mark for casework as well as for the unit as a whole;

(iii)
completing the Written Report/Research essay

There is no formal examination.

B.
Halfway through the clinical period there is an informal “mid-term” assessment when supervisors discuss strengths and weaknesses with each student.

C.
If, at the end of the clinical period, further work is required of an unsatisfactory student, it will not usually be possible for the student to carry on at the Clinic. Instead, in addition to any re-writing of the Report which may be required, the student may be set work consisting, for example, of the preparation of a detailed analysis and critique of selected files.

D.
If a student fails the unit, the opportunity to repeat it will depend upon the Co-ordinator’s decision as to the availability of a place in a subsequent clinical period.
